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By Air

The closest airport to the DC office of Kenyon & Kenyonis Reagan National Airport.
A taxi cogts gpproximately $12. Alternatively, the Metro (Subway-Blue/Orange Line
exit Vermont Avenue/White House) can be taken to M cPher son Square. The entrance

to the building is less than one block north of the Metro. (Walk North towards 15" and K
Streets).

Alternativdly, flightsinto Dulles Airport, located farther from DC, but dso in Virginia,
can be utilized. Taxi fares are gpproximatdy $40. Vistors can dso fly into Baltimore-
Washington Airport. Taxi fares aretypicaly over $50, however, thereis free airport
trangportation to a MARC suburban rail station with frequent trains to Union Station.

By Train

Union Station — Taxis are available from Union Station. The fare is approximately $5.
Alternatively, the Red Line of the Metro is available from Union Station. Takethe Red
Line to Metro Center; go down oneleve to the Blue/Orange Line; go one stop to
M cPherson Square (See By Air’ above).



By Metro

The closest Metro (subway) station to the office is M cPher son Square, which islocated
one block from Kenyon & Kenyon (see above ‘By Train” directions). Fares differ
depending on the point of embarkation and time of day. Trips taken during rush hour
(5:30 am. until 9:30 am. and 3:00 p.m. until 7:00 p.m.) will be at rush hour fares. A list
of rush hour and non-rush hour fares to all Metro stations are listed on kiosks at each
Metro gtation. Remember to keep the Metro ticket dispensed by station vending
machines. Theticket isneeded to exit the Station.
